Guidelines for Providing Honorariums
Office of Fiscal Services

In accordance with the policies of the University System of Georgia, including, without limitation, Policy
8.2.18.2.4 (“Institution Guidelines for Faculty Outside Consulting”) and 8.2.18.4 (“Gratuities”), KSU’s
Office of Fiscal Services has adopted the following guidelines for honorariums.

f Definition. An honorarium is a one-time payment to an individual in recognition of a special or
distinguished short-term service for which no fee has been set or agreed upon in advance. It can
be a “thank you” to a guest speaker or performer who, at no charge to KSU, makes a presentation
and does not expect payment. Additionally, any payment in recognition of these services typically
forbids a price to be set.

f $2,500 Limit. Honorarium payments may not be greater than $2,500 (excluding travel expenses
paid along with the honorarium).

I Prohibited Uses. Honorarium payments may not be made in the following situations:
